The majority of the works in this exhibition were produced during the 1930s
and 1940s, the era of the Great Depression. They portrayed African American
subjects in rural and urban settings, many showing scenes of factory workers,
dock workers, farmers, bridge builders, road menders. Many also focused on
family themes.

o Why do you think these artists chose these subjects?
